HIRING AN INSTRUMENT

The TAPA instrument bank exists to further the Instrumental teaching in Torbay as well as assist parents in the selection and acquisition of instruments.

This application does not guarantee the availability or immediate supply of an instrument. Always ring us first to find out what is available.

This hire service is not intended as a long-term solution to playing an instrument and it is an assumption that steps will be taken to acquire your own instrument at the first available opportunity. In most cases we would not expect instrument hire from this bank to exceed 3 or 4 years. In all cases you should consult with the TAPA coordinators who can advise you further on instrument hire & purchase (including hire/purchase schemes) and take decisions over extending and terminating hire periods.

Instruments marked * are designated as “Endangered Species” i.e. instruments which are not commonly taken up by students, and as a consequence we hope to encourage these by reducing rates.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS

By signing this form the hirer agrees to the following:-
Contact details

· Any change of address must be notified to TAPA immediately.
Collection and Return

· The HIRER should collect and/or return the instrument plus all associated accessories, mouthpieces, bows etc. to TAPA at the agreed address and on the agreed or requested date.

Invoicing and Payment

· Invoices will be sent directly to the HIRER from the Music Service at the beginning of each hire period and payment must be made within fourteen days of the invoice date. 

· Payment for the first term's hire should be made by cheque which should be enclosed with this application. Cheques need to be made payable to Torbay Council and must clear before collection.

· The appropriate termly fee must be paid continuously until the instrument is returned to the Music Service and “signed off”

Maintenance and Repair

· In the event of any problems with the instrument, the HIRER must contact the TAPA Music Service immediately. No modifications or changes must be made without written consent from TAPA at Torbay Council.

· Other than a) an initial reed issued with woodwind instruments and b) one set of strings supplied with each stringed instrument, all other spares and replacements should be supplied by the HIRER. These can be obtained through the TAPA repair-technician often at discounted prices.

· Any loss or damage to instruments is the responsibility of the HIRER (This will not apply to the re-hairing of bows necessitated by fair wear and tear). Instruments in need of repair must be returned to the TAPA repair technician for assessment and not repaired privately.

Additional responsibilities
· It is essential that instruments must be insured by the hirer against lost or damage under an "All Risks" policy, usually associated with a home contents insurance policy.

· Where an instrument is supplied under subsidized conditions it is expected that a student and parents will support school and local authority music activities that take place from time to time.

NOTE:  Your signature on the Hire Agreement will confirm to the Music Service that you have read, understood and agree to abide by the terms and conditions under the Music Service Instrument Hire Scheme.
