

Welcome…… 
to the first update on the progress of Parkfield – a world class activity hub for all young people.
These updates will be sent out on a bi-monthly basis to keep you updated with what has been happening on site and what will be taking place over the coming months.
This first update will give you an overview of the Parkfield project as well as some key dates for the next couple of months.  There is also a map of the site which will show you what it will look like when it is completed in September 2011 and what facilities will be on offer.

What is Parkfield?
As most of you are aware Torbay Council was awarded funding from the Big Lottery to develop a world class facility that will offer young people a wide range of high quality activities and support services.  

Our vision is to develop a state of the art, world class Olympic youth hub, specialising in adventurous activities and performing arts on a prime beach front location.  The facilities and activities will be on offer from 9 am to 10 pm, seven days a week and will be fully open for use by September 2011.
This fantastic opportunity will be developed on the Parkfield site which includes a grade II listed building dating back to approximately 1830.  Parkfield House stands in spacious wooded grounds in approximately nine acres of land in Paignton and is set 200 metres from the seafront.

The map on the third page of this update shows the range of facilities that will be on offer but young people won’t have to wait until Parkfield opens to start using some of the facilities.  Some of the outdoor facilities are anticipated to be completed before September 2011 and as soon as they have been built and tested regarding Health & Safety they will be ready to use.

Once Parkfield is up and running the work won’t stop there.  Parkfield and its partners want young people to lead, plan and deliver dedicated youth projects, activities and events, so their needs can be continually meet.

An aspiration for Parkfield is for it to host a number of international, national and local extreme sport competitions, as well as it to become a sought after location for other youth events, exhibitions and music festivals.
During the Summer holidays Torbay Youth Service will be out and about promoting Parkfield and running consultation workshops.  Locations have yet to be confirmed but if you log onto www.torbay.gov.uk/parkfield this is where you can find out the most up to date information.  
Key Dates – July to September 2010

July 2010
Appointment of approved contractors.  Interserve have been announced as the approved contractor for the Parkfield Project 
Thursday 22nd July 2010 
Interserve Community Information Portacabin to be placed on site but will not be staffed. 

Monday 2nd August 2010 
Interserve Community Information Portacabin will be staffed from this date with Interserve’s Community Officer. This is where local residents and any other interested parties can go to find out the most up to date information on the development and ask any questions or raise any concerns.

Saturday 14th August 2010 
Interserve will be holding a Parkfield Development BBQ in the grounds from 2 pm.  Interserve has extended an open invitation to all Torbay Council staff that would like to attend and meet Interserve’s Construction and Design Team as well as the Project Team from Torbay Council.

Tuesday 31st August 2010 
Interserve will be setting up their building offices in Colin Road Car Park and the Community Information Portacabin will also be re-located to the Car Park.  This is so Interserve will be accessible during the construction.

Friday 3rd September 2010 
Bay Rocks Event.  This is a young people led music festival supported by the Torbay Youth Service which will be held on the lawns of Parkfield House.  More information to follow.

When construction on site begins regular updates will be placed on the hoardings surrounding Parkfield site by Interserve so local residents and visitors can find out what is taking shape.
Value Engineering – What is this?

Value Engineering is a process where the selected contractor Interserve, negotiates the best prices for the materials to be used as well as firm up the timescales for the building programme.  

This exercise has recently taken place for the Parkfield project and it has highlighted that if we amend some of our materials along with the design we can get best value for the £4.8 million we have been awarded by the Big Lottery as well as deliver the project within the very tight timescales set.
What will Parkfield look like?

On the next page you will find a map of Parkfield which also shows the facilities and activities that will be available.  The development of Parkfield is always evolving and we know these facilities and activities will be there but the finer details are still being worked through.  As and when these details are confirmed we will include them in next updates.
Along with this map of the site, if you log onto www.torbay.gov.uk/parkfield you can also find a detailed graphical flythrough which will be give you visual idea of what the finished project will look like.
