SUMMARY OVERVIEW FOR TORBAY  

Overview: 

The English Indices of Deprivation 2007 (ID 2007) are the Government’s official measure of multiple deprivation at a small area level. Summaries are published at district level and also below district level to a geography called Super Output Areas (SOAs).
District Level 

At district level there are six key measures. No single summary measure is favoured over another.

· The ID 2007 ranks Torbay as the 71st most deprived local authority in England for the rank of average score, far more deprived than 94th in the ID 2004. Out of 354 authorities.
SOA Level
At SOA level there are seven main domains that are weighted and contribute to the overall Index of Multiple Deprivation. There are also two supplementary domains*.

· Almost 15,500 residents live within areas in the top 10% most deprived in England for the IMD 2007.11.6% of the total population.
· Torbay has seen an increase from 4 to 10 SOAs in the top 10% most deprived in England.

Introduction

Background
The English Indices of Deprivation 2007 (ID 2007) are the Government’s official measure of multiple deprivation at small area level. 
The Department for Communities and Local Government (DCLG) commissioned the Social Disadvantage Research Centre (SDRC) at the Department of Social Policy and Social Work at the University of Oxford to update the Indices of Deprivation 2004 (ID 2004) for England. Following public consultation with local authorities, Health bodies and other interested parties, the ID 2007 were published in December 2007.
Both the ID 2004 and the ID 2007 are based on small geographies called Lower Layer Super Output Areas (SOAs). 
The ID 2007 is made up of seven SOA level domain indices. There are also two supplementary indices (Income Deprivation Affecting Children and Income Deprivation Affecting Older People). 

Summary measures of the IMD 2007 are also presented at local authority district level. The SOA level Domain Indices and IMD 2007, together with the local authority district domains are referred to as the Indices of Deprivation 2007 (ID 2007).
The ID 2007 are based on the approach, structure and methodology that were used to create the previous ID 2004. The ID 2007 updates the ID 2004 using more up-to-date data. The new Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007 contains seven domains which relate to income deprivation, employment deprivation, health deprivation and disability, education skills and training deprivation, barriers to housing and services, living environment deprivation, and crime.

The IMD 2007 is a measure of multiple deprivation at the small area level. The model of multiple deprivation which underpins the IMD 2007 is based on the idea of distinct dimensions of deprivation which can be recognised and measured separately. These are experienced by individuals living in an area. People may be counted in one or more of the domains, depending on the number of types of deprivation that they experience. The overall IMD is conceptualised as a weighted area level aggregation of these specific dimensions of deprivation.

Each of the seven domains contains a number of component indicators. The criteria for inclusion of these indicators are that they should be ‘domain specific’ and appropriate for the purpose (as direct as possible measures of that form of deprivation); measuring major features of that deprivation (not conditions just experienced by a very small number of people or areas); up-to-date; capable of being updated on a regular basis; statistically robust; and available for the whole of England at a small area level in a consistent form.

Where possible, the indicators relate to 2005 and, as has been indicated, the IMD 2007 and component domains are presented at SOA level. Summaries of the IMD 2007 are presented at district level. Denominators at SOA level for 2005 were provided by the Office for National Statistics’ Small Area Population Estimation Unit. For the few indicators where numerators were derived from the 2001 Census, the denominators were also drawn from the Census.
District Level Findings
Districts are complex to describe as a whole or to compare for several reasons. First, districts can vary enormously in population size. Further, some districts may have a more ‘mixed’ population, containing more variation in deprivation and in some places deprivation may be concentrated in severe pockets rather than being more evenly spread. This makes an ‘overall picture’ more difficult to establish.

Six summary measures of the overall Index of Multiple Deprivation (IMD) have been produced at district level, which describe differences between districts. 

The summary measures at district level focus on different aspects of multiple deprivation in the area. No single summary measure is favoured over another, as there is no single best way of describing or comparing districts.

In all rankings throughout this paper, a rank of 1 indicates the most deprived in England.
The six summary Measures:

AVERAGE SCORE is the population weighted average of the combined scores for the SOAs in a district.

AVERAGE RANK is the population weighted average of the combined ranks for the SOAs in a district.

EXTENT is the proportion of a district’s population living in the most deprived SOAs in the country.

LOCAL CONCENTRATION is the population-weighted average of the ranks of a district’s most deprived SOAs that contain exactly 10% of the district’s population.

INCOME SCALE is the number of people who are income deprived.

EMPLOYMENT SCALE is the number of people who are employment deprived.

· The ID 2007 ranks Torbay as the 71st most deprived local authority in England for the rank of average score, far more deprived than 94th in the ID 2004.

· The 2007 ID place Torbay as the third most deprived local authority in the South West region for the rank of average score, up from the 7th most deprived in 2004.
· Out of the 46 unitary authorities in England, Torbay ranks as the 14th most deprived for the rank of average score, up from 20th in 2004.
The following thematic map of England shows all the local authorities in England, and the associated rank for the rank of average score. Areas in red are in the top 10% most deprived local authorities in England. 
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Torbay’s rank of 71st most deprived for the rank of average score places the bay in the top 20% (due to rounding) most deprived local authorities for the rank of average score.

SOA Level Findings

SOAs were introduced in 2004 specifically for the ID 2004 as a new geography. SOAs are now becoming a standard statistical geography for data publication across the country. SOAs were designed around an even smaller geography, output areas, taken from the 2001 census. The SOAs are an amalgamation of 5 or 6 output areas with a minimum population 1,000; and a mean population of 1,500. 

SOAs allow a statistical comparison of different areas over electoral wards as wards vary greatly in size, from fewer than 100 residents to more than 30,000. This is not ideal for nationwide comparisons, and also means that data which can safely be released for larger wards may not be released for smaller wards due to disclosure requirements
Although SOAs offer a very good level of identifying deprivation, it could be argued that within each SOA there may potentially lie hidden pockets of severe deprivation that are lost due to the population weighted method at SOA level.
It should be noted that SOAs do NOT reflect neighbourhoods. SOAs enable pockets of deprivation to be highlighted that would potentially be lost at ward level.

Each of the seven deprivation domains plus the two supplementary domains are looked at in turn with comparisons given to the ID 2004 for that specific domain.
There are 89 SOAs in Torbay, with the following demographic data placed alongside each domain analysis to illustrate the resident population living in the top 10% most deprived in England, top 20% for Health and Disability Deprivation.
Demographic overview of Torbay:
The respective denominators for each year have been used in the below table to show the population structure being measured in both ID 2004 and ID 2007. 

The data for the ID 2004 is based on the 2001 census with the ID 2007 data being based on the 2005 Mid Year Estimates. Numbers may not add due to rounding.

The overall IMD is conceptualised as a weighted area level aggregation of these specific dimensions of deprivation.

The following chart illustrates the seven domains that are modelled to construct the overall IMD 2007, with the associated level of domain weightings shown in the table below. It is clear to see that both the Income Deprivation and Employment Deprivation domains account for almost half the overall index, with weights of 22.5% each.

Full details on the specific domain indicators can be viewed in appendix 1.

With both income and employment deprivation domains being so heavily weighted compared to the other five domains, it comes as no surprise that there is a strong positive correlation between these two domains and the overall IMD 2007.
Correlation Coefficient
A correlation coefficient measures the strength and direction of a relationship between two variables. The value is between the range of ‘-1’ and ‘+1’, the ‘+’ and ‘–‘ signs are used to show positive and negative correlations respectively. A correlation value of ‘+1’ indicates perfect positive fit with a correlation of greater than 0.8 generally described as strong, where as a correlation less than 0.5 is generally described as weak.

The below table shows the correlations for both Torbay and England – it is clear to see that there is a strong correlation in Torbay between the overall Index of Multiple Deprivation and employment deprivation (a score of 0.94). There is a weak correlation between barriers to housing and services and the overall Index of Multiple Deprivation.
